Notice: Northern International Livestock Exposition hereinafter, in this 
premium book, will be referred to as NILE. 
The NILE Stock Show & Rodeo is committed to the humane treatment 
of all animals exhibited. Every possible precaution is taken to insure the 
animal’s safety and well being. The production practices in the livestock 
industry are based on good principals of animal husbandry. No one has 
a greater economic stake in the welfare of animals than the livestock 
producers and organizations involved in the promotion of agriculture. 

Interpretation and Violation of Rules: Exhibitors are requested to 
report any rule violation(s) to the management immediately so that 
appropriate action may be taken. The NILE reserves to its general 
manager and/or executive committee the final and absolute right to 
interpret these rules and regulations and settle and determine all mat-
ters, questions and differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising 
out of or connected with or incident to, the NILE; and to amend or add 
to these rules as its judgment may determine. An exhibitor who violates 
any rule will forfeit all privileges and premiums and be subject to such 
penalty as the general manager/executive committee may order.  
The failure of the NILE to enforce any of the provisions, rules, rights or 
remedies or to exercise any options or sanctions herein will in no way 
be construed to be a waiver of such provisions, rules, rights, remedies, 
sanctions or options.  
Special rules or conditions are published in each department where 
necessary. If there is a conflict between the special rules or require-
ments and the general rules and regulations, the special rules or 
requirements will govern. 

Eligibility: The NILE is an invitational livestock show; the general 
manager/executive committee reserves the right to extend or withhold 
invitation or admission to any exhibitor.

Liability: All exhibitors and exhibits must comply with the rules and 
regulations of NILE, but in no case will the NILE, its agents, any 
members, staff, volunteers, or sponsors of NILE be responsible for any 
injury, loss, death, theft or damage which may occur to the exhibitors, 
his/her employees, livestock or property from any cause whatsoever, 
including but not limited to lost profit or other financial loss to exhibi-
tor of any type or description including any special, indirect, reliance, 
incidental or consequential damages which be may caused directly or 
indirectly by the enforcement of such rules and regulations, or for any 
time delays, inadequacies of services by NILE or MetraPark or any use 
thereof the contracted space or by any deficiency or defect there-
in. Exhibitor agrees that it will continue to pay all charges and other 
sums due NILE hereunder irrespective of any such claim, loss, death, 
damage, theft or expense. The exhibitor expressly releases NILE, its 
officers, board of directors, members, staff, sponsors and volunteers, 
as well as MetraPark and Yellowstone County, from any claims for loss, 
death, theft, damage or injury. Show management and sponsors shall 
not be liable for failure to perform obligations as a result of disease, 
strikes, riots, acts of God, acts of terrorism or any cause beyond its 
control. 

Security: Exhibitor acknowledges that security is not provided or 
guaranteed by show management. Security may be arranged through 
the facility at exhibitors’ expense. Livestock and property of exhibitors 
are understood to remain in the exhibitor’s care, custody and control 
in transit to, from and within the confines of the show grounds. Show 
management recommends that exhibitors contact their insurance com-
panies to confirm livestock and property coverage. 

Sale Disputes: Sale disputes are between buyer and seller. 

Mail: Mail may be received by sending it in care of NILE, P.O. Box 
1981, Billings, MT 59103. Pre-shipping of items, express mail, federal 
express, UPS and overnight mail should be directed in care of NILE, 
NILE Administration Building, 308 6th Avenue North, Billings, MT 
59101. No COD’s will be accepted. 

Telephone: The following number may be utilized to accept incoming 
calls only during the show (406) 256-2495. 

Dogs: Dogs are not permitted. 
Livestock Entrance to Grounds: Exhibitors with livestock can use 
Gate 1 (Club Calf & Breed Cattle), 2 (Pen Cattle or Tie Outs) or 4 (Jr. 
Fed) and may proceed as directed by informational signs. Breeding 
cattle (except for pen cattle) must tie out if not arriving within barn 
hours. Check-in will be done at specified times. Brand Inspectors will 
be located in the Expo Center from 8am-5pm daily. 

Health, Brand & Import Regulations: All exhibitors are required to 
familiarize themselves with all the rules governing health, brand, and 
import regulations. See Health Section (see “NILE Health, Brand & 
Import Regulations” on page 19).

Entry Deadline: All entries will be taken online, please visit www.the-
nile.org to access online entry system. Please see specific divisions 
for entry deadlines. All Entries must be complete by September 1st or 
before. Late entries will be charged a late fee and may be refused 
entry if space is not available. Entries will not be accepted if not 
received online by 5 p.m. MST September 15, 2025. 

Entry Information: All applications for entry must be made by going 
to www.thenile.org. Entry form must be completely filled out online 
and payment of fees (in U.S. Funds) must be processed in order for 
the entry to be considered complete. Incomplete entries, emailed 
entries or printed/handwritten entries will not be processed. 
Contact the NILE, (406) 256-2495 if questions arise. 

Entry Fees: No entry will be accepted unless entry fees accompany 
online entry forms. If payment is not received, entry will be marked 
incompleteand exhibitor will not be allowed to stall or show.  

Accepting Entries: The management reserves the right to accept or 
reject, entirely, partially or conditionally, any entry or application. The 
management also reserves the right, either personally or by com-
mittee to inspect all entries after they have arrived and dismiss any 
entries that would discredit NILE or do not meet printed requirements 
for all entries. By submitting application for entry, participant (parent or 
legal guardian) acknowledges they have read and agree to abide by 
the NILE General Rules and Regulations, Health Regulations, NILE 
Agreement of Responsibility and Liability, specific show or division 
rules and regulations, National Show Ring Code of Ethics, and USDA 
Wholesome Assurance Statement, and agree to observe and abide 
by these rules and regulations. 

Late Entry: Late entries will be charged an additional $50 per head 
or pen. Late entries will be accepted, only if space is available, if 
received before 5 p.m. MST Sept. 15, 2025. This will be determined 
by the show management.
Incorrect Entries: Animals that have been incorrectly entered must 
be transferred to their proper class prior to judging. If said animal is 
judged in the wrong class, the animal will be disqualified from that 
judged class. 
Refunds: 50% Refund of entry fees will be made only if written notice 
of cancellation is received by 5 p.m. MST September 15, 2025. Re-
funds for withdrawal of entry or cancellation for any reason after that 
time will not be refunded. 

Jr Fed/Club Calf Refunds & Substitutions: No substitutions or refunds 
will be given with the new structure. Please refer to individual division 
pages for more information.  

Breeding Cattle Entry Refunds: There will not be $15 refunds for 
cattle cross entered into the junior and open shows in 2025.

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Breeding Cattle Substitutions: Substitutions may be made within the same 
breed, within the same sex, and by the same owner of the original entry. 
The substitution may be made after the entry deadline, if information on the 
substituted animal is provided to the breed superintendent at the time of 
registration check-in. Substitutions after check-in are not allowed. 

Livestock Arrival: Exhibitors must check-in with the brand inspection office 
upon arrival during livestock office hours (see livestock office hours on pg 4). 
The brand inspectors will be located in the Expo Center 8am-5pm daily (see 
map). If arriving after official livestock office hours, cattle should proceed to 
tie-outs or assigned pens for pen cattle. Check-in with the brand inspectors 
immediately the following morning. Please see your specific breed section 
for the time you are allowed into the Expo Center with cattle, tack, and bed-
ding. Exhibitors should check with livestock office for stalling assignments. 
Please stall in assigned spaces only.  Lambs, goats and swine should 
proceed to assigned pens in Montana Pavilion. 

Assignment of Stalls: The assignment of stalls will be made by the show 
management. Special requests will be given consideration, but no guaran-
tees will be made. Stall request forms must be completed on entry form. Fit-
ters and exhibitors wishing to stall cattle for various owners (within a breed) 
must request to do so by completing the form and/or contacting NILE Office 
directly. All cattle will be given 3 1/2 feet of space. Animals NOT entered at 
NILE will NOT be allowed into the barn - they must stay in tie-outs (tie-
out pens are NOT available to purchase for these animals). Cow/Calf pairs, 
if calf is not entered as an individual, the calf will not be assigned a stall. 
Additional stall space can be purchased (only if stall space is available). 

Arrival & Departure: Please see individual divisions for specific times of 
arrival and release. Move-in dates and times are subject to change if 
space becomes limited. The NILE will spread word of any scheduling 
changes via social media. Should changes be made to move-in times, 
animals will need to stay in designated tieout areas until space is available. 

Release: All exhibitors at NILE must keep their livestock and/or exhibit in 
place until specified release time. Breeding cattle will be released after their 
specific breed shows. Sale cattle will be released immediately after sale. 
After a breed has been excused from the barn, they will be able to stay in 
the tie-out area until the end of the NILE Stock Show & Rodeo, October 18, 
2025.

Tie-Outs: Cattle will be tied out in designated area (see map). There will be 
no cattle tied to perimeter fences or to the outside of livestock barns. Tie-out 
time is 6 pm and livestock must be returned to their stalls no later than 8 am 
each day. Exhibitors must furnish straw for tie-outs. Exhibitors will NOT be 
allowed to setup pens in tie-outs for safety reasons. Pens are available 
to purchase at time of entry for $90/pen. 

Feed & Bedding: First bedding in stalls will be provided. Once an exhibitor 
claims his or her stall by adding their display, tack or cattle, that stall area 
will not be refurbished with added bedding or cleaned by NILE or Metra staff 
personnel. Additional bedding will be available for a fee from concessionaire. 
Feed will be supplied through a concessionaire agreement, no deliveries 
permitted on the premises other than by concessionaire. Exhibitors may 
bring own feed and bedding. No motorized vehicles in Expo Center, please 
bring hand conveyance for hauling bedding (carts, wheelbarrows, etc.). 
Extra bedding, feed, hay & straw will not be delivered to stalls or tie-outs by 
NILE or feed concession personnel. Exhibitors must furnish bedding for tie-
outs. ONLY STRAW WILL BE ALLOWED IN TIE-OUT AREAS. Straw will 
be available on grounds at concessionaire for a fee, or exhibitors may bring 
their own (tie-outs only). 

Fitting Chute/Stand Permits: Permits for chutes/stands may be purchased 
at time of entry or upon arrival at the livestock office, at a charge of $25 per 
chute/stand. Exhibitors must provide their own chute/stand. Permit purchase 
is for having the chute/stand on the grounds and not for space in the barn. 
Chutes/stands in restricted areas will be subject to confiscation by show 
management. Any participant failing to have a chute/stand permit clearly 
visible at all times will be subject to having the chute/stand removed from the 
grounds by NILE with no recourse. Additional areas for chutes/stands will be 
available as room permits. 

Camper/RV Hookups: A limited number of RV hookups are available, some 
of which have only electricity. Reservations for these spaces will be accept-
ed and assigned on a first come, first paid basis only. The cost is $60/night 
for hookup on a per day basis. Specify trailer size. Water hookup may not 
be available depending on weather. Any trailer or RV hooked up to facility 
electricity will be charged the fee. 

Livestock Trucks & Trailers: Exhibitors will be able to park in the lower 
exhibitor parking lot at no charge or they will be able to park on the south 
east end of the grounds (former tie-out area). There will be no parking 
near livestock barns or on roadways. Exhibitors will be given a 30 minute 
pass upon arrival at the Expo Center. Equipment only will be allowed 
to be unloaded at this time. Cattle will be allowed to be unloaded into 
the tie-outs when exhibitors arrive at the fairgrounds. Immediately after 
unloading, trucks/trailers must be moved to designated areas. Violators 
will be towed at owner’s expense. Traffic at the unloading areas will be 
one-way only. Detailed unloading instructions will be included in exhibitor 
confirmation packets mailed out prior to the show. 

Sign/Stall Cards: Livestock exhibitors are permitted to display stall 
cards over individual animal, as well as herd signs in the immediate 
area. NILE does not supply stall cards. NILE reserves the right to remove 
signs. Commercial signs (such as feeds, minerals, stock medicines, etc.) 
will not be permitted anywhere in the livestock area except in purchased 
trade show space or sponsor signage. 

Care of Animals: The exhibitors will be responsible for the delivery of 
their animals to the appropriate department at the designated times. 
Exhibitors will be required to attend to their animals while on display and 
to have them presented to the judges when called. Any exhibitor who 
fails to present his animals in the ring when the class is called, or to be 
weighed if required, may be barred from competition and will forfeit all 
fees. 

Restraint/Unruly Animals: Any unruly animal may be removed from the 
show. Show superintendents and exhibitors are encouraged to report any 
unruly animal to the livestock office. Haltered cattle must be sufficiently 
gentle to be properly handled by one attendant on foot. The general 
manager/executive committee are authorized to make the final decision 
on removal of the animal; there will be no appeal. 

Exhibitor Safety: If exhibition of an animal poses a danger to the 
exhibitor and/or other parties, management reserves the right to: (1) 
allow a substitute exhibitor or (2) remove the animal from competition.
 
Diseased/Injured Animals: No animals having a disease or injury of any 
character will be admitted to the grounds at any time. Superintendents 
are instructed and authorized to refuse admission and report to manage-
ment any stock having a disease, injury or undesirable ailment. Exhib-
itors are encouraged to have all their cattle tested for BVD and have 
documentation on hand proving a negative test. 

Death of an Animal: Please contact the NILE Livestock Office 
immediatly. There are implementations in place by the show manage-
ment to handle the situation. 

Human Injury on Grounds: Please contact the NILE Office immediatly. 
If there is a witness, please have them standby for questioning by NILE 
management who has implementations in place to handle the situation.

Unethically Fitted Livestock: The showing of unethically fitted live-
stock, the showing of any ineligible age for exhibition in the class en-
tered, or the misrepresentation of breeding status is prohibited. Unethical 
fitting will be deemed to consist of changing the normal conformation of 
any part of the animal’s body or using drugs, including over the counter 
and/or extra-label, or mechanical devices to alter the physical makeup 
and/or performance of the animal. Consult the national show ring code of 
ethics on page 24. 

Waste Removal: Exhibitors and the NILE have the responsibility to have 
waste disposed in an appropriate manner. All animal, feed and bedding 
waste material goes to a site to be composted. Please keep your animal, 
feed and bedding waste separated from your regular man-made gar-
bage. It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to keep stalls, pen, aisles 
and/or exhibit areas clean and neat. To keep the barns in order, we ask 
that you have stalls cleaned and waste material placed in the designated 
sites before 7 p.m. each evening. During the day, waste is to be removed 
periodically to keep the barns clean. Please place waste in the nearest 
designated refuse area. Violators will be charged a clean-up fee, which 
will be withheld from any premium monies won if waste is not placed in 
the designated areas.
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Disqualification: Should any animal awarded a prize be disqualified, the 
lower placing animals will NOT move into the higher position. 

Ownership Requirements: All animals must be exhibited by owner as 
required by breed associations. See specific divisions for ownership require-
ments. 

Protests: Protests must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit 
of $300 (nationally accepted practice). Said deposit will be forfeited if protest 
is not sustained. Protests pertaining to eligibility must be submitted at least 6 
hours prior to the beginning of judging. Protests concerning alterations, tam-
pering or age must be submitted immediately upon conclusion of judging; 
judging procedures will not be interrupted. Protests must state clearly the 
cause of the complaint or appeal and be delivered to the general manager. 
Depending on the nature of the protest, decisions may be withheld pending 
a complete investigation and final decision by the general manager and 
executive committee, where there will be no appeal. 

Decision of the Judge is Final: The decision of the judges shall be final in 
all classes except where mistake, fraud, misrepresentation or collusion not 
discovered at the time of the judging is proven. In such cases the general 
manager or committee as may be appointed, shall either make the decision, 
or (at its discretion) send the case to the general manager, from whose de-
cision there can be no appeal. Judges will not award prizes to any unworthy 
exhibit. Animals must be shown in the manner required by the judges; if any 
exhibitor refuses to comply with the judges requirements, his/ her animal will 
be dismissed. 

Backtag Numbers: Each entry will be assigned a separate backtag 
number in the official program of NILE. This numbered card must be 
displayed by the attendant when the animal is in the judging ring. 
Exhibitors entering the ring with the incorrect backtag or no backtag 
will not be allowed into the showring until number is fixed. If number is 
not fixed or exhibitor is asked a second time they will be disqualified. 
No exceptions!
Time of Judging: All animals must be exhibited before the judges in the 
show ring, with number attached. No animal may be awarded a prize while 
in its stall or pen with the exception of specified pen shows. Judging 
schedules, as published in this book will be followed as closely as possible. 
NILE reserves the right to make changes. Any changes will be announced 
by the Voice of the NILE. 

Loading & Unloading: Loading zones will be clearly marked on the 
grounds. Please refer to your confirmation packet prior to arriving at the Me-
traPark grounds for further instructions. Exhibitors will be allowed 30 minutes 
to unload and load equipment, feed and cattle within these zones. Vehicles 
remaining in the unloading/loading zone for longer than the 30 minute time 
limit will be towed at the owner’s expense.

Barn Hours: Exhibitor access to the Expo Center (breeding cattle barn) will 
be allowed from 3am-10pm daily, through the end of the show, approximate-
ly 7 p.m., Saturday, October 18. Public entrances will be locked at 7 p.m., 
with the exception of one exhibitor entrance, check at livestock office for 
location of unlocked exhibitor door. All animals, cattle, tack and equipment 
must be removed from the Expo Center by 7 p.m. on Saturday, October 18, 
unless they are Supreme Row contenders. 

Cattle Sales: Individual breed sales shall be governed by the contracted 
sale manager and breed association sponsoring the sale, in accordance with 
the auction laws of the State of Montana. Terms of sale are U.S. currency. All 
responsibility and guarantees lie between the buyer and seller. Consignors 
agree to waive and release any and all rights and claims for loss, theft, death 
or damages against NILE, its staff, board of directors, volunteers, sponsors, 
as well as MetraPark and Yellowstone County. 

Sale Regulations: All Sale animals (Cattle & Jr Fed) MUST have a visual ID 
Tag placed in one of their ears (i.e.: EID Tag, Bangs Vaccination Tag, etc) for 
the show veterinarian.  
      - All Sale Females (CATTLE ONLY) must have proof of Bangs 
        Vaccination prior to arrival at NILE or unloading on the MetraPark   
        grounds. Proper ear clip and matching tattoo is mandatory for 
        veterinarian purposes. 
      - All sales cattle must be listed on a separate health cerificate than 
        show cattle. 

Premiums: Premiums will be forwarded to the person or company 
indicated on the entry form. Social security number or federal ID number 
is required for all premium amounts in excess of $600. The NILE office will 
send a W-9 form for completion and return before sending premium check. 
If no person is designated for receipt of premiums, form will be forwarded 
to the exhibitor as soon after the close of the show as processing will allow. 
Cash premiums are payable by bank check. All refunds will come along 
with any premiums won.  

Requests for checks to be reissued after 90 days will be charged a 
$25 reissue fee.

Sub-classes will be paid out as a standard class. A NILE jacket will be 
awarded to Grand Champion Female & Bull in open & jr. individual breed 
shows. Reserve Grand Champion Female & Bull in open and jr. shows 
will receive a NILE vest.   Agri-Best Feeds will award the Grand Champion 
Female & Bull in each open breed show a certificate toward merchandise. 

Show Requirement for Premium Payout: Each breed is required to 
have 20 head shown from multiple breeders in the open show for premium 
payout. Breeds that fall below 20 head (number that walk through the show 
ring) will be placed on probation for the following year. Probation includes 
no premium payout from the NILE the following year and termination of the 
show if the show falls below 20 head again the following year. 

Supreme Show: All Grand Champion Females & Bulls from all Junior 
Breeding Cattle & Open Breed Shows are eligible to compete. The show 
will take place on Saturday, Oct. 18. Jr Supreme will take place at 5:30pm, 
Open Supreme will follow at 6pm. Final selection of Open Supreme will be 
during the first break of the Ranch Rodeo Saturday night. Premium paid out 
will be $3,000 to both the Open Supreme Female & Bull. Prizes for Junior 
Supreme are TBA. Grand Champion Female & Bull from each respective 
show will not be required to stay in the barn through the week, however a 
stall space will be reserved if needed. In order for animals to participate in 
the Supreme Show, they must check-in with the Livestock Office by 2:00 
pm on Saturday, Oct. 18.

Agribition Supreme Challenge: The grand champion bull and female of 
each breed open show will be eligible to compete in the Royal Bank Beef 
Supreme Challenge at the Canadian Western Agribition in Regina, 
Saskatchewan, in November 2025.

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NILE Health, Brand & Import Regulations 
The NILE is committed to protecting the health of your livestock. Although we cannot guarantee the health of any animals participating in NILE, we have 
taken steps to minimize the threat of exposure to contagious diseases. The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued by your local accredited 
veterinarian is an important part of our animal health monitoring system at the NILE. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is needed even if you live 
within Montana. 
Veterinary services will monitor the health of the animals on the grounds, be available (on private fee basis) should you need assistance with an animal’s 
health or injury problem, and to write outgoing inspection certificates for sale animals. Common items which sometimes get overlooked:

• Failure to get an incoming veterinary inspection. 
• Lack of brucellosis vaccination for female cattle. 
• Incomplete documentation by the veterinarian on the inspection certificate. 
• Lack of EIA - (Coggins) test on sale horses.

NILE GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:
1. All animals presented for exhibition or sale from out-of-state shall 
    be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection and brand   
    inspection. Animals originating from a state that 
    does not have official brand inspections may obtain one upon arrival in  
    Montana. Import permits should be obtained by the accredited 
    veterinarian issuing the Certificate of Veterinarian Inspection within 10 
    days prior to arrival into Montana. 
2. Animals presented for exhibition or sale on NILE grounds shall be 
    accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. All arriving animals are subject to a clinical inspection. Any animals 
   showing clinical evidence of disease will be refused entry or required to be 
   handled in accordance with directives of the veterinarian in charge. 
   Animals affected with warts, ringworm, pink eye, other skin conditions, 

unsightly blemishes or any communicable disease will be refused entry 
into the NILE or removed from the grounds at the discretion of the official 
show veterinarian and show officials. 

4. Animals, which develop a disease condition during the course of the 
   show, are to be handled in accordance with the directive of attending 
   veterinarian.
5. Exhibitors arriving with sale & show animals should have two health 

certificates & two brand inspections - sale animals and show animals.

MONTANA BRAND REQUIREMENTS:
The Guiding Principle of the Brands Enforcement Division is to protect the live-
stock industry from theft and predatory animals. The Brands Enforcement 
Division Goal is to provide the livestock industry with professional law 
enforcement and investigative work in the tracking of livestock ownership and in 
the deterrence and/or resolution of related criminal activities.

BRAND INSPECTIONS FOR CATTLE AND EQUINES
A Montana Livestock Brand Inspection for cattle and horses is required 
before:
	 a. Crossing a county line or before leaving the state.
	 b. Change of ownership.
	         - The seller is responsible for the inspection.
	 c. Sale at a licensed livestock auction.
	 d. Slaughter at a licensed facility.

Inspections must be done in daylight.

Inspections are only issued when ownership can be proven:
	 a.  A bill of sale signed by the seller and adequately describing the 
	      livestock
	 OR
	 b.  An inspection in the current owner’s name.

DRUG USE (as adapted from the National Code of Show Ring Ethics)
Legal or illegal substances used to physically alter the appearance, 
behavior, and/or performance of an animal entered in livestock events are 
prohibited. Performance enhancing drugs (including, but not limited to; 
steroids, diuretics, anti-inflammatories, tranquilizers and pain killers) may 
not be administered 5 days prior to showing the animal.  

VIOLATION OF DRUG USE & WITHDRAWL TIMES: 
Use of illegal drugs is considered a pre-meditated act! Any information 
obtained on the practice of illegal alteration of an animal will be turned 
over to the proper authorities for criminal prosecution.

The use of animal drugs or other substances in any manner other than in 
accordance with the labeling approved by the Food & Drug Administration 
(FDA), the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), and/or the 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is a violation of federal law. Any 
animal that exceeds acceptable levels established by the appropriate 
regulatory agencies, such as the USDA, FDA, and EPA, will be in
violation of these rules and appropriate action will be taken. For all drugs 
or medications given to market animals, the recommended and/or 
established withdrawal times for that drug must be strictly followed.

Violation of the Drug Use Rule will result in the disqualification of the 
animal being shown and may result in disqualification of the exhibitor. 
Disqualification of an exhibitor is a “ONE STRIKE AND YOU ARE OUT 
POLICY!” Violations of the Drug Use Rule may also result in an exhibitor 
forfeiting any premium, awards, or auction proceeds and being prohibited 
from further competition at the NILE Stock Show, as well as being subject 
to criminal prosecution if proven guilty. A second offense in the same im-
mediate family may result in the barring of the entire family of the exhibitor 
from further participation in any state supported livestock show.

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National Show Ring Code of Ethics
As adopted by the Northern International Livestock Exposition 2025

The following is a list of guidelines for all exhibitors and all livestock 
in competitive events:
1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of fair and livestock 
   show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership, and age 
   of all animals entered. Misrepresentation of ownership, age, or 
   any facts relating thereto is prohibited.
2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible 
   persons shall provide animal health certificates from licensed 
   veterinarians upon request by fair or livestock show officials.
3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals 
   while at fairs or livestock shows.
4. Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter 
   the food chain free of violative drug residues. The act of entering 
  an animal in a livestock show is the giving of, consent by the 
  owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolutely responsible person 
  for show management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, 
  blood, or other substances from the animal to be used in testing. 
  Animals not entered in an event which culminates with the animal 
  entering the food chain shall not be administered drugs other than 
  in accordance with applicable federal, state and provincial 
  statutes, regulations and rules. Livestock shall not be exhibited if 
  the drugs administered in accordance with federal, state and 
  provincial statutes, regulations and rules affect the animal’s 
  performance or appearance at the event. 
If the laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or 
other sample taken from livestock indicates the presence of forbid-
den drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such 
substance has been administered to the animal either internally or 
externally. It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or 
other substance tested by the laboratory, to which it is sent, is the 
one taken from the animal in question, its integrity is preserved and 
all procedures of said collection and preservation, transfer to the 
laboratory and analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and 
the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample tak-
en from the animal in question and correctly reflects the condition 
of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on 
the owner exhibitor fitter ‘ trainer ‘ orabsolutely responsible person 
to prove otherwise. At any time after an animal arrives on the fair or 
livestock show premises, all treatments involving the use of drugs 
and/or medications for the sole purpose of protecting the health of 
the animal shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian.

5. Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or 
  drug or the external application of any substance (irritant, count
  er-irritant, or similar substance) which could affect the animal’s per
  formance or alter its natural contour, confirmation, or appearance, 
  except external applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of 
  animals which affect appearance only and except for surgical 
  procedures performed by a duly licensed veterinarian for the sole 
  purpose of protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited.

Exhibitors of animals at the NILE Stock Show, ProRodeo & Western Expo shall at all times deport themselves with honesty and good 
sportsmanship. Their conduct in this competitive environment shall always reflect the highest standards of honor and dignity to promote 
the advancement of agricultural education. This code applies to junior as well as open class exhibitors who compete in structured class-
es of competition. This code applies to all livestock offered in any event at a livestock show. In addition to the “IAFE Code of Show Ring 
Ethics,” fairs and livestock shows may have rules and regulations which they impose on the local, county, state, provincial and national 
levels. 

All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility to do more than avoid improper conduct or ques-
tionable acts. Their moral values must be so certain and positive that those younger and more pliable will be influenced by their fine 
example. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers and absolutely responsible persons who violate the code of ethics will forfeit premiums, 
awards and auction proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition in accordance with the rules adopted by the respective fairs 
and livestock shows. Exhibitors who violate this code of ethics demean the integrity of all livestock exhibitors and should be prohibited 
from competition at all livestock shows in the United States and Canada. 

6. The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such 
    as striking animals to cause swelling, using electrical con
    trivance, or other similar practices are not acceptable and are 
    prohibited.
7. Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or livestock 
    show management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, 
    or show officials before, during, or after the competitive event 
    is prohibited. In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, 
    fair and livestock show management, or other show officials 
    shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation and respect and 
    no person shall direct abusive or threatening conduct toward 
    them.
8. No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely 
    responsible person shall conspire with another person or 
    persons to intentionally violate this code of ethics or 
    knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or 
    persons either by affirmative action or inaction to violate this 
    code of ethics. Violation of this rule shall subject such 
    individual to disciplinary action.
9. The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute 
    responsibility for an animal’s condition by an owner, exhibitor, 
    fitter, trainer, or participant whether or not he or she was 
    actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of the 
    treatment of the animal in contravention of this code of ethics.
10. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent by the 
    owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible 
    person to have disciplinary action taken by the fair or live
    stock show for violation of this Code of Show Ring Ethics 
    and any other rules of competition of the fair or livestock show 
    without recourse against the fair or livestock show. The act of 
    entering an animal is the giving of consent that any 
    proceedings or disciplinary action taken by the fair or live
    stock show may be published with the name of the violator 
    or violators in any publication of the International Association 
    of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expos and any 
    special notices to members.
11. The act of entering of an animal in a fair or livestock show is 
    the giving of verification by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, 
    or absolutely responsible person that he or she has read the 
    IAFE Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the 
    consequences of and penalties provided for actions 
    prohibited by the code. It is further a consent that any action 
    which contravenes these rules and is also in violation of 
    federal, state, or provincial statutes, regulations, or rules may 
    be released to appropriate law enforcement authorities with 
    jurisdiction over such infractions.

  “pending” or illegible tattoos or improper tattoos as shown on the 
  registration certificate at check-in time are ineligible for competition. 
  Exhibitors are subject to the Association’s special rule on class 
  qualification. Entries in these classes are accepted with the 
  understanding that the exhibitor agrees to abide by the rule in all 
  respects.
• The exhibition of cattle displaying false hair will not be allowed.
• Any product administered internally or used externally to alter the 
  conformation of an animal for exhibition is prohibited. This includes 
  the use of graphite, hemp or other similar substances externally and 
  steroids or growth stimulants internally.
• The act of artificially filling animals internally, which includes 
  stomach pumping, drench tubes or any other method by mouth or 
  esophagus, is prohibited.
• All animals shown in group classes must have been shown in their 
  respective single-age class. No transfer from one (1) breed to 
  another, after entry, will be permitted.
• Expected Progeny Difference (EPD) values will be provided to the  
  judge and audience for all animals shown. Animals without EPD 
  data are eligible to show but will have N/A (not available) in place of 
  missing data.

• Any youth 18 years or younger (as of January 1, 2025) and enrolled in 4-H 
  or FFA may exhibit. Animals must be in exhibitor’s care, custody & 
  ownership at time of entry.
• Exhibitors will be charged an entry fee for each animal entered with the fee  
  accompanying the entry. No refunds or substitutions. 
• Junior Fed hogs, lambs, & goats will be stalled in the Montana Pavilion.
• Junior Fed steers will be stalled in the Expo Center.
• BOTH BARNS WILL BE READY FOR MOVE IN THURSDAY, OCT 9 @ 4PM
• Junior Fed Lambs & Goats must weigh in on 10/9 between 4-8pm. We will 
  do vet checks off the trailer and straight on to the scale. 

Arrival & Weigh-In:
• Livestock will be weighed-in for classification; refer to “Jr. Fed Livestock 
  Scheduling” This weight will be used as the sale weight. Check weight 
  limits.

Entries will be divided into classes at NILE’s 
  discretion.
• A portable electronic scale will be used to weigh the stock for show 
  classification and sale weight.

Bills of Sale: Proof of ownership on each animal entered must be 
submitted at time of entry; paperwork should include animal tag # or scrapie #.. 
Copies will be accepted. If proof of ownership is not received by 
September 1, the entry will be declined and no refund will be given. It is 
the exhibitor’s responsibility to check before entry to see if there is a lien on 
their animal or brand. Lien releases must be supplied at weigh-in. Settlement 
checks will be made payable to recognized lien holder (as required by the 
Montana Department of Livestock) and exhibitor.

Health Regulations: Refer to Health, Brand & Import Regulations on pgs 
16-18 in the front of this book. Health regulations will be enforced for Jr. Fed 
animals as for other livestock entering NILE shows. NILE requires Certificates 
of Veterinary Inspection on all Jr. Fed Livestock.
Each species must be on a separate copy of the health certificate. 

Wholesome Assurance Statement: The use by non-veterinarians of 
animal drugs or other substance in any manner other than in accord with the 
labeling approved by FDA is a violation of federal law. Abuse of the extra label 
privilege by veterinarians is unethical and is subject to serious consequenc-
es such as license revocation. Any food animal must not exceed FDA/EPA/ 
USDA-established tolerances for any foreign substance including drugs, pes-
ticides, feed additives, or other chemicals. Violative results of residue testing 
are subject to investigation by USDA and FDA for prosecution. Misrepresenta-
tion of a food animal that can potentially affect the acceptability of the carcass 
or milk will be considered fraud.

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Residue Avoidance: The NILE will use the National Show Ring Code 
of Ethics on page 20 as it’s official rules regarding all issues involving drug 
residue(s) and/or surgical procedures in addition to regulations found in the 
Health, Brand, & Import Regulations on pages 16-18.
• Any animal is subject to a random drug test -Any animal that tests posibve 
  for illegal substances or drugs will forfeit all proceeds of animal sold and 
  carcass (should animal sell), as well as forfeit all premiums and will be 
  prohibited from showing in any NILE show or sale for one (1) year.
• All Grand & Reserve Champion animals will be tested for illegal 
  substances/drugs. Additionally, the NILE reserves the right to pull/ draw 
  samples at random from all exhibitors.
• Comply with label withdrawal times.
• Withdrawal times for approved medications must be observed. Any violation 
  will risk sale eligibility. Withdrawal information may be obtained from county 
  extension agents or your local vet.
• Only animals with veternarian prescriptions will be allowed to be given 
  antibiotics while on grounds. 

Tack Spaces: Due to space limitations, tack spaces will not be available for 
purchase. 

Waiting List: Entries will open for all NILE Livestock Shows on July 15 of 
each year. The Jr Fed Division fills VERY QUICKLY and due to limited space 
the shows are closed before the September 1st entry deadline. As each 
indidivual show is closed, a waiting list for each division is created. To be 
placed on the waiting list, please email livestock@thenile.org. As exhibitors in 
the show scratch from the show, the spaces will be filled from the top of the 
list down. All communication for the waiting list will be via email, a valid email 
address will be required. Exhibitors will have three (3) days to respond to the 
intial email from NILE. If the exhibitor does not respond within the time frame 
given, the exhibitor will be rolled to the bottom of the waiting list and the next 
exhbitor will be notified.

The NILE Merit Heifer Class of 2026 will be selected by 
mid-September 2025 will be recognized at the NILE Stock Show on October 17, 2025. 

Each program participant will own his/her calf jointly with NILE until the completion of the program, at which time NILE officials will sign 
off and the participant will take full ownership of the heifer and her offspring. During the program duration, participants are responsible 
for raising the heifer, arranging for her to be bred, completing the record-keeping procedure and bringing the animal back one year 
later as a bred replacement heifer for exhibit at the NILE Stock Show. The program is completed after the heifer is determined bred, 
all record keeping has been completed and the heifer has been shown at the 2025 NILE. Note: Participants will not sell their program 
animals at NILE, the purpose of this new program is to help the participant start his/her own cattle herd. For more information, contact

Show Details:
• Livestock will exhibited in a “Pen Show” style, which includes the cattle being non-haltered in the show ring.
• Livestock will be shown “unfitted”, which means no show adhesives, glue, or artificial coloring may be applied to the animals. 
  Livestock are not required to be clipped. Exhibitor may clean, wash, and blow out livestock if so desired.
• All livestock will be stalled outside in the Pens, unless an animal has a stall in the barn because they are entered in a breed show.

  1st Calf (heifer) +2nd Calf, or the calf from original heifer and her calf, etc.
• The scoring and competitive components of the show will be as follows:

1. 50% on Presentation: Minimum of 2 minute and maximum of 5 minute presentation to the audience while the cattle are exhibited  
    in the show arena. Skills accessed are Communication, Marketing, and Program Development/Planning.
2. 25% on Showmanship: Ability to present your animals to the judges and crowd in an effective manner.
3. 25% on Phenotype: Consisting of the judges scoring your cattle on their appearance, structural soundness, and industry purpose.

panelists who testified before the Senate Ag Committee’s

Three industry stakeholders, Coy Young, 

Gilles Stockton, and Don Schiefelbein of the National 

Cattlemen’s Beef Association collectively argued that 

the unlawful actions of the packers have directly led to 

an unfair, consolidated market. 
The second half of the nearly six-hour hearing, which 

took place on April 26, gave the CEO’s of the Big Four 

packers a chance to provide their side of the story and 

the committee members ample time to ask questions.

Prior to officially swearing in the panelists, committee 

chairman, Representative David Scott (D-GA) reiterated 

that the goal of the hearing was to get the true and honest 

explanations to the questions, the concerns, and the data 

which has implicated the Big Four in unsavory practices.

streak has placed much of the agricultural community 

on uncertain terms to say the least. When, and if, it will 

rain is the question on far too many minds and is the 

endgame of many conversations across the country. How 

to go about feeding cattle is naturally a close second, as 

many of us are familiar with. But hope for moisture is 

one trait that ranchers and farmers alike are known to 

cling to, and in time, this hope does pay off for all of us. 

Producers in Nebraska can sleep a little easier tonight 

after the significant rains they’ve received over the past 

couple of weeks. “The attitude is sure more positive,” Tyrell Rousey, 

owner and operator of Rousey SimAngus, said of the 

three inches they have received in North Platte. “I was 

thinking of dry lotting my heifers this summer until 

this rain; this may change things.” 
Many ranchers were sharing those thoughts - after 

receiving less than a half inch of moisture from Feb-

ruary until the middle of April, the outlook across the 

state was bleak for everyone. Talk of dry-lotting cattle 

for the summer was the optimistic option, while sell-

ing early or selling out have been an all-too-popular 

alternative. People were forced to use their pastures 

a bit harder than usual last year, leaving less residual 

grass for spring grazing. “Feeder sales even slowed up toward the end of April,” 

Adam Sawyer with A&B Cattle Co. pointed out. 

Things are Greening Up

by Celsey CrabtreeKeeping your livestock healthy throughout the year allows 

your animals to be productive and avoid disease. Spring 

weather conditions often present unique challenges to 

livestock managers because of the major shifts in tempera-

ture and moisture that can happen day-to-day. Although 

the weather can’t be altered, management steps can help 

maintain livestock health and performance.

Dr. Tony Hawkins, DVM, from the Valley Vet Supply 

Technical Service team, stated that temperate swings are 

the most significant stressor for cattle during spring weather 

conditions. Drastically changing from cold to high heat

when cattle still have winter coats can cause heat stress. 

Going from warm temperatures to very cold can increase 

stress but is not quite as common. 
Additionally, respiratory issues can arise from dry con-

ditions with a combination of high wind. This stress on 

cattle can suppress the immune system, which predisposes 

them to illnesses like pneumonia or Bovine Respiratory 

Disease (BRD).
