* Entries are subject to provisions and rules for showing as set forth
by the MHBA Board of Directors and are subject to supervision of
the show committee representing the MHBA.

+ All exhibitors must be current members of the MHBA in order to be

eligible to show.

 All entries will be measured. Maximum height to be shown in these
classes is 45 inches on mature females and 48 inches on mature
bulls and steers.

» Any animal exceeding the height limit will not be eligible to show.

 All horned and polled Miniature Hereford cattle will show together.

» Any animal without a legible tattoo will not be eligible to show.

» All show cattle must have a DNA profile on file with complete
parentage verification (dam and sire verification) with the American
Hereford Association before show entry deadline. Steers effective
1/1/2025, Bulls 1/1/2026, Females 1/1/2026.

» The 2026 NILE Show has been accepted as a MHBA AIME Points
